RE: MEUW 14™ Annual Watt-Hour Meter Workshop February 15-18, 2010 at

NWTC in Green Bay; Registration deadline is Monday, February 8, 2010.

MEUW is teaming up with Northeast Wisconsin Technical College (NWTC) and
Wisconsin Public Service (WPS) to provide meter technicians with an outstanding electric meter
workshop which will be held in a new location at NWTC (2740 West Mason Street) in Green
Bay.

The MEUW Watt-Hour Meter Workshop features both class room instruction and hands-
on training. Attendees will be educated on various applications of the metering trade and perform
a meter installation with assistance from an experienced staff of meter technicians from WPS. 4
complete workshop agenda, outlining the session topics, are attached.

Since it is important to conduct an advanced-level three day workshop, we provide an
option to enroll new meter employees in an additional Introduction to Metering session on the
afternoon of Monday, February 15. This three-hour session will give beginners a chance to learn
the basics that will be applied throughout the workshop. Attendance at this optional session
could make a substantial difference in the quality of information beginners take from the
workshop.

The fee for the Introduction to Metering session is $65 and the three-day MEUW Watt-
Hour Meter Workshop fee is $495. For employees of investor owned utilities, the Introduction to
Metering session fee is $95 and the three-day MEUW Watt-Hour Meter Workshop fee is $725.
The registration deadline is Monday, February 8, 2010.

There is a hotel room block at the Comfort Suites Hotel (1951 Bond Street), a short drive
from Northeast Wisconsin Technical College. Rooms are $70 for single or double occupancy and
$10 for each additional adult. To make reservations, call the Comfort Suites at 920/499-7449 by
Monday, January 25, 2010; when making reservations reference the “MEUW?” room block.

Attendees must bring their own metering tools to include at least: wire strippers, wire
cutters, screwdrivers, nut-drivers or socket set, and a knife. In addition, attendees must bring
their personal protective equipment including: hard hat, safety glasses, and work gloves.

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MEUW Policy for Cancellation of Registration or Meal Reservations
for Workshops, Seminars, Conferences and Dinner Meetings

MEUW incurs direct and indirect expenses in planning and presenting workshops,
seminars, conferences and dinner meetings for its members. In some cases, speakers are
hired on a fee per participant basis with minimum or maximum limits on the number of
participants. In other cases, hotels or other meeting places require a firm commitment for
food or facilities based on the number of participants.

When members fail to provide timely notice that they will not attend an MEUW
event for which they have registered, these costs must still be paid. In fairness to all
members, the following policy has been adopted to encourage timely notice and avoid
shifting costs to other members.

Unless otherwise stated on the registration form, the registration fees will be
credited in full, if notice of cancellation is made at least four (4) business days prior
to the date of the workshop, seminar or conference. Notice of cancellation should
be made to MEUW by phone (608/837-2263) or fax (608/837-0206). Twenty-
five percent of the registration fee will be credited if a cancellation notice is
received less than four business days prior to the workshop, seminar or
conference. No refund will be made for cancellations received after the
event. You may avoid the cancellation penalty by transferring your
registration to another person.

The full or partial waiver of registration fees charged in
accordance with this policy will be considered on a case-by-case basis.
In granting the waiver, the MEUW office will consider any non-
recoverable costs associated with the registration and the reason for
not attending. In general, waivers will be granted if the reason was
related to: a sudden illness, accident or injury; a work-related
emergency, such as a significant service outage or damage to
facilities requiring the active participation of the registrant; the
death of a family member, close friend or co-worker; or a
significant weather-related emergency that prohibits safe travel
to the site of the event.
